
THE GOSPELS OF THE BIBLE

Gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God.
A. Recognition of Jesus as the prophesied Messiah.
Malachi 3:1 ¶Behold, I will send my messenger, and he shall prepare the way before me: 
and the Lord, whom ye seek, shall suddenly come to his temple, even the messenger of 
the covenant, whom ye delight in: behold, he shall come, saith the LORD of hosts.

1. John, the messenger, was one of the prophesied signs of the coming of the 
Messiah.
Mark 1:1 ¶The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God;
2 As it is written in the prophets, Behold, I send my messenger before thy face, which 
shall prepare thy way before thee.
3 The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his 
paths straight.
4 John did baptize in the wilderness, and preach the baptism of repentance for the 
remission of sins.

2. Different elements of John’s message: 1. Kingdom  2. Lord coming.
Matthew 3:1 ¶In those days came John the Baptist, preaching in the wilderness of 
Judaea,
2 And saying, Repent ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.
3 For this is he that was spoken of by the prophet Esaias, saying, The voice of one crying 
in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his paths straight.

3. John’s message prophetic of the coming Messiah.
Isaiah 40:3 ¶The voice of him that crieth in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the 
LORD, make straight in the desert a highway for our God.
4 Every valley shall be exalted, and every mountain and hill shall be made low: and the 
crooked shall be made straight, and the rough places plain:
5 And the glory of the LORD shall be revealed, and all flesh shall see it together: for the 
mouth of the LORD hath spoken it.
10 Behold, the Lord GOD will come with strong hand, and his arm shall rule for him: 
behold, his reward is with him, and his work before him.
11 He shall feed his flock like a shepherd: he shall gather the lambs with his arm, and 
carry them in his bosom, and shall gently lead those that are with young.

Gospel of the Kingdom
B. With the coming of the Messiah, the coming of the Kingdom.
Matthew 4:23 ¶And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, and 
preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing all manner of sickness and all manner 
of disease among the people.
Matthew 11:5 The blind receive their sight, and the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed, 
and the deaf hear, the dead are raised up, and the poor have the gospel preached to them.
Matthew 24:14 And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a 
witness unto all nations; and then shall the end come.

1. When the end comes, then shall the kingdom on earth be established.
Matthew 25:31 ¶When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels 
with him, then shall he sit upon the throne of his glory:



32 And before him shall be gathered all nations: and he shall separate them one from 
another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats:
33 And he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left.
34 Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, 
inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world:

2. There is the recognition of the Messiah, faith in the promise of the coming 
kingdom (Mt 24:13 enduring to the end), and works associated with the kingdom gospel.
Matthew 25:35 For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave 
me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in:
36 Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came 
unto me.
37 Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, 
and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave thee drink?
38 When saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and clothed thee?
39 Or when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee?
40 And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye 
have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done it unto me.

3. Them who do not engage in the works aspect are damned.
Matthew 25:41 Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye 
cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:
42 For I was an hungred, and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me no 
drink:
43 I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me not: sick, and in 
prison, and ye visited me not.
44 Then shall they also answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, or 
athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto thee?
45 Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not to 
one of the least of these, ye did it not to me.
46 And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life 
eternal.

4. Healing in preparation of priesthood.
Exodus 19:6 And ye shall be unto me a kingdom of priests, and an holy nation. These are 
the words which thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel.

a. Jesus goes about healing as an aspect of the kingdom gospel.
Matthew 11:5 The blind receive their sight, and the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed, 
and the deaf hear, the dead are raised up, and the poor have the gospel preached to them.

b. Believing Israel healed to be included in the priesthood.
Leviticus 21:17 Speak unto Aaron, saying, Whosoever he be of thy seed in their 
generations that hath any blemish, let him not approach to offer the bread of his God.
18 For whatsoever man he be that hath a blemish, he shall not approach: a blind man, or 
a lame, or he that hath a flat nose, or any thing superfluous,
19 Or a man that is brokenfooted, or brokenhanded,
20 Or crookbackt, or a dwarf, or that hath a blemish in his eye, or be scurvy, or scabbed, 
or hath his stones broken;



21 No man that hath a blemish of the seed of Aaron the priest shall come nigh to offer 
the offerings of the LORD made by fire: he hath a blemish; he shall not come nigh to 
offer the bread of his God.

c. The priesthood purified to make the offering acceptable.
Malachi 3:3 And he shall sit as a refiner and purifier of silver: and he shall purify the 
sons of Levi, and purge them as gold and silver, that they may offer unto the LORD an 
offering in righteousness.
4 Then shall the offering of Judah and Jerusalem be pleasant unto the LORD, as in the 
days of old, and as in former years.

Purpose: to receive material blessings.
Malachi 3:10 Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in mine 
house, and prove me now herewith, saith the LORD of hosts, if I will not open you the 
windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not be room enough to 
receive it.
11 And I will rebuke the devourer for your sakes, and he shall not destroy the fruits of 
your ground; neither shall your vine cast her fruit before the time in the field, saith the 
LORD of hosts.
12 And all nations shall call you blessed: for ye shall be a delightsome land, saith the 
LORD of hosts.

5. Why does God remain committed and true to the promises concerning the 
nation Israel?

Disobedient Israel.
Ezekiel 36:16 ¶Moreover the word of the LORD came unto me, saying,
17 Son of man, when the house of Israel dwelt in their own land, they defiled it by their 
own way and by their doings: their way was before me as the uncleanness of a removed 
woman.
18 Wherefore I poured my fury upon them for the blood that they had shed upon the 
land, and for their idols wherewith they had polluted it:
19 And I scattered them among the heathen, and they were dispersed through the
countries: according to their way and according to their doings I judged them.
20 And when they entered unto the heathen, whither they went, they profaned my holy 
name, when they said to them, These are the people of the LORD, and are gone forth out 
of his land.

Answer: for God’s names sake.
Ezekiel 36:21 But I had pity for mine holy name, which the house of Israel had profaned 
among the heathen, whither they went.
22 Therefore say unto the house of Israel, Thus saith the Lord GOD; I do not this for 
your sakes, O house of Israel, but for mine holy name's sake, which ye have profaned 
among the heathen, whither ye went.
23 And I will sanctify my great name, which was profaned among the heathen, which ye 
have profaned in the midst of them; and the heathen shall know that I am the LORD, 
saith the Lord GOD, when I shall be sanctified in you before their eyes.
24 For I will take you from among the heathen, and gather you out of all countries, and 
will bring you into your own land.

6. Promises made concerning the anointed descendant of David.



Luke 1:32 He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord 
God shall give unto him the throne of his father David:

a. God makes an everlasting covenant with David.
Isaiah 55:3 Incline your ear, and come unto me: hear, and your soul shall live; and I will 
make an everlasting covenant with you, even the sure mercies of David.
13 Instead of the thorn shall come up the fir tree, and instead of the brier shall come up 
the myrtle tree: and it shall be to the LORD for a name, for an everlasting sign that shall 
not be cut off.

b. Paul declares that Jesus is the seed of David to sit on the throne.
Acts 13:32 And we declare unto you glad tidings, how that the promise which was made 
unto the fathers,
33 God hath fulfilled the same unto us their children, in that he hath raised up Jesus 
again; as it is also written in the second psalm, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten 
thee.
34 And as concerning that he raised him up from the dead, now no more to return to 
corruption, he said on this wise, I will give you the sure mercies of David.

c. God’s habitation and throne to be upon the earth.
Psalms 132:10 For thy servant David's sake turn not away the face of thine anointed.
11 ¶The LORD hath sworn in truth unto David; he will not turn from it; Of the fruit of 
thy body will I set upon thy throne.
12 If thy children will keep my covenant and my testimony that I shall teach them, their 
children shall also sit upon thy throne for evermore.
13 For the LORD hath chosen Zion; he hath desired it for his habitation.
14 This is my rest for ever: here will I dwell; for I have desired it.

1. The promise of thrones given to believing Israel.
Matthew 19:28 And Jesus said unto them, Verily I say unto you, That ye which have 
followed me, in the regeneration when the Son of man shall sit in the throne of his glory, 
ye also shall sit upon twelve thrones, judging the twelve tribes of Israel.

d. The earthly government will be under control of Christ.
Isaiah 9:6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be 
upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, 
The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.
7 Of the increase of his government and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of 
David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with judgment and with 
justice from henceforth even for ever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will perform this.

e. The seat of government Jerusalem will be at peace.
Jeremiah 33:14 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will perform that good 
thing which I have promised unto the house of Israel and to the house of Judah.
15 In those days, and at that time, will I cause the Branch of righteousness to grow up 
unto David; and he shall execute judgment and righteousness in the land.
16 In those days shall Judah be saved, and Jerusalem shall dwell safely: and this is the 
name wherewith she shall be called, The LORD our righteousness.

7. Israel to be sanctified by the indwelling Holy Spirit (new covenant).
Ezekiel 36:25 ¶Then will I sprinkle clean water upon you, and ye shall be clean: from all 
your filthiness, and from all your idols, will I cleanse you.



26 A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take 
away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh.
27 And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall 
keep my judgments, and do them.
28 And ye shall dwell in the land that I gave to your fathers; and ye shall be my people, 
and I will be your God.
29 I will also save you from all your uncleannesses: and I will call for the corn, and will 
increase it, and lay no famine upon you.
30 And I will multiply the fruit of the tree, and the increase of the field, that ye shall 
receive no more reproach of famine among the heathen.
31 Then shall ye remember your own evil ways, and your doings that were not good, and 
shall lothe yourselves in your own sight for your iniquities and for your abominations.

a. God’s purpose (eternal before the foundation of the world) in Christ 
(dieing as the perfect sacrifice for Israel) is not for men’s sake, but God’s glory.
Ezekiel 36:32 Not for your sakes do I this, saith the Lord GOD, be it known unto you: be 
ashamed and confounded for your own ways, O house of Israel.
33 Thus saith the Lord GOD; In the day that I shall have cleansed you from all your 
iniquities I will also cause you to dwell in the cities, and the wastes shall be builded.
34 And the desolate land shall be tilled, whereas it lay desolate in the sight of all that 
passed by.
35 And they shall say, This land that was desolate is become like the garden of Eden; 
and the waste and desolate and ruined cities are become fenced, and are inhabited.
36 Then the heathen that are left round about you shall know that I the LORD build the 
ruined places, and plant that that was desolate: I the LORD have spoken it, and I will do 
it.
37 Thus saith the Lord GOD; I will yet for this be enquired of by the house of Israel, to 
do it for them; I will increase them with men like a flock.
38 As the holy flock, as the flock of Jerusalem in her solemn feasts; so shall the waste 
cities be filled with flocks of men: and they shall know that I am the LORD.

b. Only because of God’s infinite mercy does He stay the destruction of 
man.
Genesis 6:6 ¶And it repented the LORD that he had made man on the earth, and it 
grieved him at his heart.
7 And the LORD said, I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the 
earth; both man, and beast, and the creeping thing, and the fowls of the air; for it 
repenteth me that I have made them.
1 Chronicles 21:15 And God sent an angel unto Jerusalem to destroy it: and as he was 
destroying, the LORD beheld, and he repented him of the evil, and said to the angel that 
destroyed, It is enough, stay now thine hand. And the angel of the LORD stood by the 
threshingfloor of Ornan the Jebusite.
Psalms 106:45 And he remembered for them his covenant, and repented according to the 
multitude of his mercies.

8. God repents of destroying Israel because of the covenant with Abraham.
Exodus 32:7 ¶And the LORD said unto Moses, Go, get thee down; for thy people, which 
thou broughtest out of the land of Egypt, have corrupted themselves:



8 They have turned aside quickly out of the way which I commanded them: they have 
made them a molten calf, and have worshipped it, and have sacrificed thereunto, and said, 
These be thy gods, O Israel, which have brought thee up out of the land of Egypt.
9 And the LORD said unto Moses, I have seen this people, and, behold, it is a 
stiffnecked people:
10 Now therefore let me alone, that my wrath may wax hot against them, and that I may 
consume them: and I will make of thee a great nation.
11 And Moses besought the LORD his God, and said, LORD, why doth thy wrath wax 
hot against thy people, which thou hast brought forth out of the land of Egypt with great 
power, and with a mighty hand?
12 Wherefore should the Egyptians speak, and say, For mischief did he bring them out, 
to slay them in the mountains, and to consume them from the face of the earth? Turn 
from thy fierce wrath, and repent of this evil against thy people.
13 Remember Abraham, Isaac, and Israel, thy servants, to whom thou swarest by thine 
own self, and saidst unto them, I will multiply your seed as the stars of heaven, and all 
this land that I have spoken of will I give unto your seed, and they shall inherit it for ever.
14 And the LORD repented of the evil which he thought to do unto his people.

C. The gospel preached unto Abraham.
Galatians 3:8 And the scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the heathen through 
faith, preached before the gospel unto Abraham, saying, In thee shall all nations be 
blessed.
9 So then they which be of faith are blessed with faithful Abraham.

1. The material earthly blessings are for Israel and proselytes.
Genesis 12:1 ¶Now the LORD had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and 
from thy kindred, and from thy father's house, unto a land that I will shew thee:
2 And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; 
and thou shalt be a blessing:
3 And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall 
all families of the earth be blessed.

D. Who is going to receive the blessings, the kingdom, who is Israel?
Malachi 3:10 Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in mine 
house, and prove me now herewith, saith the LORD of hosts, if I will not open you the 
windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not be room enough to 
receive it.

1. Going into the 400 years of silence from God, unbelieving and believing Israel 
is defined.
Malachi 3:13 ¶Your words have been stout against me, saith the LORD. Yet ye say, 
What have we spoken so much against thee?
14 Ye have said, It is vain to serve God: and what profit is it that we have kept his 
ordinance, and that we have walked mournfully before the LORD of hosts?
15 And now we call the proud happy; yea, they that work wickedness are set up; yea, 
they that tempt God are even delivered.

2. As for believers, Job laments that God’s word would be written in a book.
Job 19:23 ¶Oh that my words were now written! oh that they were printed in a book!



24 That they were graven with an iron pen and lead in the rock for ever!
a. God gives Israel the information needed going into the time of silence.

Malachi 3:16 Then they that feared the LORD spake often one to another: and the LORD 
hearkened, and heard it, and a book of remembrance was written before him for them that 
feared the LORD, and that thought upon his name.
17 And they shall be mine, saith the LORD of hosts, in that day when I make up my 
jewels; and I will spare them, as a man spareth his own son that serveth him.
18 Then shall ye return, and discern between the righteous and the wicked, between him 
that serveth God and him that serveth him not.

b. Job is confident that he shall stand bodily on the earth and see God.
Job 19:25 For I know that my redeemer liveth, and that he shall stand at the latter day 
upon the earth:
26 And though after my skin worms destroy this body, yet in my flesh shall I see God:
27 Whom I shall see for myself, and mine eyes shall behold, and not another; though my 
reins be consumed within me.

c. Job prophesies about the tribulation and judgment of the earth.
Job 19:28 But ye should say, Why persecute we him, seeing the root of the matter is 
found in me?
29 Be ye afraid of the sword: for wrath bringeth the punishments of the sword, that ye 
may know there is a judgment.

3. The “remnant” of Israel – going through the tribulation into the kingdom
Ezekiel 36:35 And they shall say, This land that was desolate is become like the garden 
of Eden; and the waste and desolate and ruined cities are become fenced, and are 
inhabited.
36 Then the heathen that are left round about you shall know that I the LORD build the 
ruined places, and plant that that was desolate: I the LORD have spoken it, and I will do 
it.
37 Thus saith the Lord GOD; I will yet for this be enquired of by the house of Israel, to 
do it for them; I will increase them with men like a flock.
38 As the holy flock, as the flock of Jerusalem in her solemn feasts; so shall the waste 
cities be filled with flocks of men: and they shall know that I am the LORD.

a. Peter and the little flock were the remnant contemporary with Paul.
Romans 11:5 Even so then at this present time also there is a remnant according to the 
election of grace.

b. The waste cities (Ek 36:35) the result of judgment of God during the 
tribulation period.
Zephaniah 3:6 I have cut off the nations: their towers are desolate; I made their streets 
waste, that none passeth by: their cities are destroyed, so that there is no man, that there is 
none inhabitant.
7 I said, Surely thou wilt fear me, thou wilt receive instruction; so their dwelling should 
not be cut off, howsoever I punished them: but they rose early, and corrupted all their 
doings.
8 ¶Therefore wait ye upon me, saith the LORD, until the day that I rise up to the prey: 
for my determination is to gather the nations, that I may assemble the kingdoms, to pour 
upon them mine indignation, even all my fierce anger: for all the earth shall be devoured 
with the fire of my jealousy.



c. Speaking in tongues an attribute of Israel.
Zephaniah 3:9 For then will I turn to the people a pure language, that they may all call 
upon the name of the LORD, to serve him with one consent.

d. Scattered Israel re-gathered.
Zephaniah 3:10 From beyond the rivers of Ethiopia my suppliants, even the daughter of 
my dispersed, shall bring mine offering.

e. The Beatitudes are instruction and description of Israel that will enter 
the kingdom.
Matthew 5:5 Blessed are the meek: for they shall inherit the earth.
Zephaniah 3:11 In that day shalt thou not be ashamed for all thy doings, wherein thou 
hast transgressed against me: for then I will take away out of the midst of thee them that 
rejoice in thy pride, and thou shalt no more be haughty because of my holy mountain.
12 I will also leave in the midst of thee an afflicted and poor people, and they shall trust 
in the name of the LORD.

f. The new covenant, Holy Spirit enabled, born again Israel at peace in the 
kingdom.
Psalms 23:2 He maketh me to lie down in green pastures: he leadeth me beside the still 
waters.
Zephaniah 3:13 The remnant of Israel shall not do iniquity, nor speak lies; neither shall a 
deceitful tongue be found in their mouth: for they shall feed and lie down, and none shall 
make them afraid.

4. The seed (plural) of Abraham to be prosperous and a blessing to all nations.
Zechariah 8:12 For the seed shall be prosperous; the vine shall give her fruit, and the 
ground shall give her increase, and the heavens shall give their dew; and I will cause the 
remnant of this people to possess all these things.
13 And it shall come to pass, that as ye were a curse among the heathen, O house of 
Judah, and house of Israel; so will I save you, and ye shall be a blessing: fear not, but let 
your hands be strong.

a. The prosperity promises contingent upon Israel obeying God.
The scattering:  Deuteronomy 30:4 If any of thine be driven out unto the outmost parts of 
heaven, from thence will the LORD thy God gather thee, and from thence will he fetch 
thee:
The multiplying:  5 And the LORD thy God will bring thee into the land which thy 
fathers possessed, and thou shalt possess it; and he will do thee good, and multiply thee 
above thy fathers.
The born again status:  6 And the LORD thy God will circumcise thine heart, and the 
heart of thy seed, to love the LORD thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, 
that thou mayest live.
The promise of judgment:  7 And the LORD thy God will put all these curses upon thine 
enemies, and on them that hate thee, which persecuted thee.
The gathering:  8 And thou shalt return and obey the voice of the LORD, and do all his 
commandments which I command thee this day.
The material blessings: 9 And the LORD thy God will make thee plenteous in every 
work of thine hand, in the fruit of thy body, and in the fruit of thy cattle, and in the fruit 
of thy land, for good: for the LORD will again rejoice over thee for good, as he rejoiced 
over thy fathers:



The condition of obedience:  10 If thou shalt hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy 
God, to keep his commandments and his statutes which are written in this book of the 
law, and if thou turn unto the LORD thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul.

E. The re-constituted nation of Israel.
Ezekiel 37:1 ¶The hand of the LORD was upon me, and carried me out in the spirit of the 
LORD, and set me down in the midst of the valley which was full of bones,
2 And caused me to pass by them round about: and, behold, there were very many in the 
open valley; and, lo, they were very dry.
3 And he said unto me, Son of man, can these bones live? And I answered, O Lord GOD, 
thou knowest.
4 Again he said unto me, Prophesy upon these bones, and say unto them, O ye dry bones, 
hear the word of the LORD.
5 Thus saith the Lord GOD unto these bones; Behold, I will cause breath to enter into 
you, and ye shall live:
6 And I will lay sinews upon you, and will bring up flesh upon you, and cover you with 
skin, and put breath in you, and ye shall live; and ye shall know that I am the LORD.
7 So I prophesied as I was commanded: and as I prophesied, there was a noise, and 
behold a shaking, and the bones came together, bone to his bone.
8 And when I beheld, lo, the sinews and the flesh came up upon them, and the skin 
covered them above: but there was no breath in them.
9 Then said he unto me, Prophesy unto the wind, prophesy, son of man, and say to the 
wind, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Come from the four winds, O breath, and breathe upon 
these slain, that they may live.
10 So I prophesied as he commanded me, and the breath came into them, and they lived, 
and stood up upon their feet, an exceeding great army.
11 Then he said unto me, Son of man, these bones are the whole house of Israel: behold, 
they say, Our bones are dried, and our hope is lost: we are cut off for our parts.
12 Therefore prophesy and say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, O my 
people, I will open your graves, and cause you to come up out of your graves, and bring 
you into the land of Israel.
13 And ye shall know that I am the LORD, when I have opened your graves, O my 
people, and brought you up out of your graves,
14 And shall put my spirit in you, and ye shall live, and I shall place you in your own 
land: then shall ye know that I the LORD have spoken it, and performed it, saith the 
LORD.

1. Jesus spoke of the re-born condition necessary for believing Israel.
John 3:1 ¶There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews:
2 The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a 
teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be 
with him.
3 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born 
again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.
4 Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the 
second time into his mother's womb, and be born?



5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of 
the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.
6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.
7 Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.

a. Job understood the promised change and re-constitution of the flesh.
Job 14:14 If a man die, shall he live again? all the days of my appointed time will I wait, 
till my change come.
15 Thou shalt call, and I will answer thee: thou wilt have a desire to the work of thine 
hands.

2. Jesus was fully aware of the interruption in prophecy that would occur.
Luke 4:16 And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom 
was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read.
17 And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias. And when he had 
opened the book, he found the place where it was written,
18 The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel 
to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the 
captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised,
19 To preach the acceptable year of the Lord.
20 And he closed the book, and he gave it again to the minister, and sat down. And the 
eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were fastened on him.
21 And he began to say unto them, This day is this scripture fulfilled in your ears.

a. Jesus did not quote the final part of the prophecy concerning the 
tribulation and institution of the kingdom.
Isaiah 61:1 ¶The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me; because the LORD hath anointed 
me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, 
to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound;
2 To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD, and the day of vengeance of our God; to 
comfort all that mourn;
3 To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of 
joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be
called trees of righteousness, the planting of the LORD, that he might be glorified.

3. Of the whole of Israel reconstituted (Ezek 37:11), 144000 endure to the end 
(Mt 24:13) and are sealed. . 
Revelation 7:1 ¶And after these things I saw four angels standing on the four corners of 
the earth, holding the four winds of the earth, that the wind should not blow on the earth, 
nor on the sea, nor on any tree.
2 And I saw another angel ascending from the east, having the seal of the living God: 
and he cried with a loud voice to the four angels, to whom it was given to hurt the earth 
and the sea,
3 Saying, Hurt not the earth, neither the sea, nor the trees, till we have sealed the servants 
of our God in their foreheads.
( Also found in Ezekiel 9:4 And the LORD said unto him, Go through the midst of the 
city, through the midst of Jerusalem, and set a mark upon the foreheads of the men that 
sigh and that cry for all the abominations that be done in the midst thereof.)
4 And I heard the number of them which were sealed: and there were sealed an hundred 
and forty and four thousand of all the tribes of the children of Israel.



5 Of the tribe of Juda were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Reuben were sealed 
twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Gad were sealed twelve thousand.
6 Of the tribe of Aser were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Nepthalim were 
sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Manasses were sealed twelve thousand.
7 Of the tribe of Simeon were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Levi were sealed 
twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Issachar were sealed twelve thousand.
8 Of the tribe of Zabulon were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Joseph were 
sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Benjamin were sealed twelve thousand.

4. You find the 144000 sealed taken from the earth just prior to the destruction of 
Mystery Babylon.
Revelation 14:1 ¶And I looked, and, lo, a Lamb stood on the mount Sion, and with him 
an hundred forty and four thousand, having his Father's name written in their foreheads.
2 And I heard a voice from heaven, as the voice of many waters, and as the voice of a 
great thunder: and I heard the voice of harpers harping with their harps:
3 And they sung as it were a new song before the throne, and before the four beasts, and 
the elders: and no man could learn that song but the hundred and forty and four thousand, 
which were redeemed from the earth.
4 These are they which were not defiled with women; for they are virgins. These are they 
which follow the Lamb whithersoever he goeth. These were redeemed from among men, 
being the firstfruits unto God and to the Lamb.
5 And in their mouth was found no guile: for they are without fault before the throne of 
God.

5. Ignorance of God’s prophetic program for Israel is not an option.
Proverbs 1:22 How long, ye simple ones, will ye love simplicity? and the scorners 
delight in their scorning, and fools hate knowledge?
23 Turn you at my reproof: behold, I will pour out my spirit unto you, I will make 
known my words unto you.

a. Educating Israel about the gospel of the kingdom, Peter quotes Joel 
2:28-29

Acts 2:16 But this is that which was spoken by the prophet Joel;
17 And it shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, I will pour out of my Spirit upon 
all flesh: and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see 
visions, and your old men shall dream dreams:
18 And on my servants and on my handmaidens I will pour out in those days of my 
Spirit; and they shall prophesy:
19 And I will shew wonders in heaven above, and signs in the earth beneath; blood, and 
fire, and vapour of smoke:

b. The pouring out of grace and the Holy Spirit on Israel. 
Zachariah also prophesied of the pouring out of the Spirit on Israel.
Zechariah 12:10 And I will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of 
Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of supplications: and they shall look upon me whom 
they have pierced, and they shall mourn for him, as one mourneth for his only son, and 
shall be in bitterness for him, as one that is in bitterness for his firstborn.

c. This is the election (for Israel) of grace, not the dispensation of grace.
Romans 11:5 Even so then at this present time also there is a remnant according to the 
election of grace.



6. As Peter and the Little Flock go about preaching the kingdom, Jews were being 
added to the Little Flock of Israel to arrive at the number that would be 144000 sealed of 
Israel at the end of the tribulation. (according to God’s foreknowledge)
Acts 2:41 Then they that gladly received his word were baptized: and the same day there 
were added unto them about three thousand souls.
Acts 2:47 Praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to 
the church daily such as should be saved.
Acts 5:14 And believers were the more added to the Lord, multitudes both of men and 
women.)
Acts 11:19 ¶Now they which were scattered abroad upon the persecution that arose 
about Stephen travelled as far as Phenice, and Cyprus, and Antioch, preaching the word 
to none but unto the Jews only.
20 And some of them were men of Cyprus and Cyrene, which, when they were come to 
Antioch, spake unto the Grecians, preaching the Lord Jesus.
21 And the hand of the Lord was with them: and a great number believed, and turned 
unto the Lord.
22 Then tidings of these things came unto the ears of the church which was in Jerusalem: 
and they sent forth Barnabas, that he should go as far as Antioch.
23 Who, when he came, and had seen the grace of God, was glad, and exhorted them all, 
that with purpose of heart they would cleave unto the Lord.
24 For he was a good man, and full of the Holy Ghost and of faith: and much people was 
added unto the Lord.

a. According to God’s foreknowledge, some of believing Israel would turn 
away (not endure to the end).

2 Peter 2:18 For when they speak great swelling words of vanity, they allure through the 
lusts of the flesh, through much wantonness, those that were clean escaped from them 
who live in error.
19 While they promise them liberty, they themselves are the servants of corruption: for 
of whom a man is overcome, of the same is he brought in bondage.
20 For if after they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of 
the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they are again entangled therein, and overcome, the 
latter end is worse with them than the beginning.
21 For it had been better for them not to have known the way of righteousness, than, 
after they have known it, to turn from the holy commandment delivered unto them.
22 But it is happened unto them according to the true proverb, The dog is turned to his 
own vomit again; and the sow that was washed to her wallowing in the mire.

7. Also according to God’s foreknowledge, believers (dead) + the Little Flock + 
those added in Acts was more than 144000. 
Ezekiel 37:7 So I prophesied as I was commanded: and as I prophesied, there was a 
noise, and behold a shaking, and the bones came together, bone to his bone.
12 Therefore prophesy and say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, O my 
people, I will open your graves, and cause you to come up out of your graves, and bring 
you into the land of Israel.
13 And ye shall know that I am the LORD, when I have opened your graves, O my 
people, and brought you up out of your graves,



14 And shall put my spirit in you, and ye shall live, and I shall place you in your own 
land: then shall ye know that I the LORD have spoken it, and performed it, saith the 
LORD.

a. We see the beginning of the tribulation and re-born, re-constituted 
Israel, but not the end according to Lk 4:16-22. 
Matthew 27:50 ¶Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost.
51 And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom; and 
the earth did quake, and the rocks rent;
52 And the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept arose,
53 And came out of the graves after his resurrection, and went into the holy city, and 
appeared unto many.



F. The kingdom gospel to be completely disseminated prior to the return of Christ.
(during the tribulation)

1. Understanding of the purpose of the cross for remission of sins given.
Luke 24:45 Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the 
scriptures,
46 And said unto them, Thus it is written, and thus it behoved Christ to suffer, and to rise 
from the dead the third day:
47 And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all 
nations, beginning at Jerusalem.

2. The gospel of the kingdom to be preached until the return of Christ.
Matthew 28:16 ¶Then the eleven disciples went away into Galilee, into a mountain 
where Jesus had appointed them.
17 And when they saw him, they worshipped him: but some doubted.
18 And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven 
and in earth.
19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and 
of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:
20 Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am 
with you alway, even unto the end of the world. Amen.

3. The signs are for a witness to the unbelievers.
Mark 16:15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to 
every creature.
16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be 
damned.
17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; 
they shall speak with new tongues;

a. The ability to cope with conditions during the tribulation.
18 They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; 
they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.

4. The signs of the tribulation believers mirror those given my Moses to Pharaoh..
Exodus 4:1 ¶And Moses answered and said, But, behold, they will not believe me, nor 
hearken unto my voice: for they will say, The LORD hath not appeared unto thee.
2 And the LORD said unto him, What is that in thine hand? And he said, A rod.
3 And he said, Cast it on the ground. And he cast it on the ground, and it became a 
serpent; and Moses fled from before it.
4 And the LORD said unto Moses, Put forth thine hand, and take it by the tail. And he 
put forth his hand, and caught it, and it became a rod in his hand:
5 That they may believe that the LORD God of their fathers, the God of Abraham, the 
God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, hath appeared unto thee.
6 And the LORD said furthermore unto him, Put now thine hand into thy bosom. And he 
put his hand into his bosom: and when he took it out, behold, his hand was leprous as 
snow.
7 And he said, Put thine hand into thy bosom again. And he put his hand into his bosom 
again; and plucked it out of his bosom, and, behold, it was turned again as his other flesh.
8 And it shall come to pass, if they will not believe thee, neither hearken to the voice of 
the first sign, that they will believe the voice of the latter sign.



9 And it shall come to pass, if they will not believe also these two signs, neither hearken 
unto thy voice, that thou shalt take of the water of the river, and pour it upon the dry land: 
and the water which thou takest out of the river shall become blood upon the dry land.

a. The plagues of Revelation mirror those of Exodus.
Revelation 16:1 ¶And I heard a great voice out of the temple saying to the seven angels, 
Go your ways, and pour out the vials of the wrath of God upon the earth.

b. The BOC is not going to be in the tribulation.
1 Thessalonians 5:9 For God hath not appointed us to wrath, but to obtain salvation by 
our Lord Jesus Christ,

5. The plague of boils on Egypt.
Exodus 9:8 ¶And the LORD said unto Moses and unto Aaron, Take to you handfuls of 
ashes of the furnace, and let Moses sprinkle it toward the heaven in the sight of Pharaoh.
9 And it shall become small dust in all the land of Egypt, and shall be a boil breaking 
forth with blains upon man, and upon beast, throughout all the land of Egypt.
10 And they took ashes of the furnace, and stood before Pharaoh; and Moses sprinkled it 
up toward heaven; and it became a boil breaking forth with blains upon man, and upon 
beast.
11 And the magicians could not stand before Moses because of the boils; for the boil was 
upon the magicians, and upon all the Egyptians.

a. The mirror in Revelation is the sores.
Revelation 16:2 And the first went, and poured out his vial upon the earth; and there fell 
a noisome and grievous sore upon the men which had the mark of the beast, and upon 
them which worshipped his image.

1. Unbelievers not able to become kings and priests of Israel.
Leviticus 21:21 No man that hath a blemish of the seed of Aaron the priest shall come 
nigh to offer the offerings of the LORD made by fire: he hath a blemish; he shall not 
come nigh to offer the bread of his God.

b. The book of Job is a lesson about enduring to the end for Israel.
Job 2:7 ¶So went Satan forth from the presence of the LORD, and smote Job with sore 
boils from the sole of his foot unto his crown.
8 And he took him a potsherd to scrape himself withal; and he sat down among the 
ashes.
9 Then said his wife unto him, Dost thou still retain thine integrity? curse God, and die.
10 But he said unto her, Thou speakest as one of the foolish women speaketh. What? 
shall we receive good at the hand of God, and shall we not receive evil? In all this did not 
Job sin with his lips.

c. Mirrored events of Exodus 4:9.
Revelation 16:3 And the second angel poured out his vial upon the sea; and it became as 
the blood of a dead man: and every living soul died in the sea.
4 And the third angel poured out his vial upon the rivers and fountains of waters; and 
they became blood.
5 And I heard the angel of the waters say, Thou art righteous, O Lord, which art, and 
wast, and shalt be, because thou hast judged thus.

d. Reason for the abilities of the believers in Mark 16:18.
Revelation 16:6 For they have shed the blood of saints and prophets, and thou hast given 
them blood to drink; for they are worthy.



6. The gospel of the kingdom preached to all the world will bring the end.
Matthew 24:14 And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a 
witness unto all nations; and then shall the end come.

7. “The end” refers to the 1000 year millennial reign of Christ when there will be 
no influence of Satan.
Revelation 20:2 And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and 
Satan, and bound him a thousand years,
3 And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that he 
should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled: and after 
that he must be loosed a little season.

a. We know that Satan has not been bound.
2 Corinthians 4:4 In whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which 
believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, 
should shine unto them.
Ephesians 2:2 Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, 
according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children 
of disobedience:

b. We know that our gospel deals not with remission, but forgiveness of 
sins.
Colossians 1:14 In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of 
sins:

c. We know that there will be a dispensational change in the will of God.
1 Timothy 2:4 Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of 
the truth.
(Paul addressing them who are saved by grace) 2 Thessalonians 2:13 ¶But we are bound 
to give thanks alway to God for you, brethren beloved of the Lord, because God hath 
from the beginning chosen you to salvation through sanctification of the Spirit and belief 
of the truth:
14 Whereunto he called you by our gospel, to the obtaining of the glory of our Lord 
Jesus Christ.
(to those who reject salvation by grace) 2 Thessalonians 2:10 And with all 
deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love 
of the truth, that they might be saved.
11 And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie:

d. We know that the gospel preached by Paul was heard by every creature.
(ref  Mark 16:15)
Colossians 1:6 Which is come unto you, as it is in all the world; and bringeth forth fruit, 
as it doth also in you, since the day ye heard of it, and knew the grace of God in truth:
23 If ye continue in the faith grounded and settled, and be not moved away from the 
hope of the gospel, which ye have heard, and which was preached to every creature 
which is under heaven; whereof I Paul am made a minister;

a. Those who endure to the end and beheaded for there testimony 1) live 
and/or 2) reign with Christ 1000 years. (Partakers of the 1st resurrection)
Revelation 20:4 And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given 
unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and 
for the word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither 



had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned 
with Christ a thousand years.

b. Unbelievers live again after the 1000 years. (which will be the Great 
White Throne Judgement).
Revelation 20:5 But the rest of the dead lived not again until the thousand years were 
finished. This is the first resurrection.
6 Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death 
hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a 
thousand years.

c. Satan released after the 1000 years.
Revelation 20:7 And when the thousand years are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of 
his prison,
8 And shall go out to deceive the nations which are in the four quarters of the earth, Gog 
and Magog, to gather them together to battle: the number of whom is as the sand of the 
sea.
9 And they went up on the breadth of the earth, and compassed the camp of the saints 
about, and the beloved city: and fire came down from God out of heaven, and devoured 
them.
10 And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where 
the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and 
ever.

d. Judgment given according to works to the unbelievers.
Revelation 20:11 ¶And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose 
face the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them.
12 And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: 
and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of 
those things which were written in the books, according to their works.
13 And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the 
dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works.

e. Death and Hell gone.
Revelation 20:14 And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second 
death.
15 And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.

8. The new heaven (atmosphere) and earth made new.
Revelation 21:1 ¶And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the 
first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea.

a. Israel gets it’s promised eternal kingdom.
Revelation 21:2 And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God 
out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.
3 And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with 
men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be 
with them, and be their God.

b. Entrance into the kingdom according to the faith/works prophecy 
program.
Revelation 21:7 He that overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he 
shall be my son.



8 But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and 
whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake 
which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.
Revelation 22:12 And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give every 
man according as his work shall be.

c. The curse on the earth lifted.
Genesis 3:17 ¶And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of 
thy wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not 
eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy 
life;
18 Thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of the 
field;
19 In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for out 
of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return.
Revelation 22:3 And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God and of the 
Lamb shall be in it; and his servants shall serve him:

9. The Gentile nations will be blessed through Israel.
Revelation 21:24 And the nations of them which are saved shall walk in the light of it: 
and the kings of the earth do bring their glory and honour into it.
25 And the gates of it shall not be shut at all by day: for there shall be no night there.
26 And they shall bring the glory and honour of the nations into it.
27 And there shall in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither whatsoever 
worketh abomination, or maketh a lie: but they which are written in the Lamb's book of 
life.

a. Blessed through Israel dispensationally different than our blessing 
because of the fall of Israel.
Romans 11:11 I say then, Have they stumbled that they should fall? God forbid: but 
rather through their fall salvation is come unto the Gentiles, for to provoke them to 
jealousy.

b. Gentile nations gathered unto Israel.
Jeremiah 3:16 And it shall come to pass, when ye be multiplied and increased in the 
land, in those days, saith the LORD, they shall say no more, The ark of the covenant of 
the LORD: neither shall it come to mind: neither shall they remember it; neither shall 
they visit it; neither shall that be done any more.
17 At that time they shall call Jerusalem the throne of the LORD; and all the nations 
shall be gathered unto it, to the name of the LORD, to Jerusalem: neither shall they walk 
any more after the imagination of their evil heart.
18 In those days the house of Judah shall walk with the house of Israel, and they shall 
come together out of the land of the north to the land that I have given for an inheritance 
unto your fathers.
19 But I said, How shall I put thee among the children, and give thee a pleasant land, a 
goodly heritage of the hosts of nations? and I said, Thou shalt call me, My father; and 
shalt not turn away from me.

c. Resources will be plentiful for Israel, the pre-eminent nation.



Deuteronomy 28:9 The LORD shall establish thee an holy people unto himself, as he 
hath sworn unto thee, if thou shalt keep the commandments of the LORD thy God, and 
walk in his ways.
10 And all people of the earth shall see that thou art called by the name of the LORD; 
and they shall be afraid of thee.
11 And the LORD shall make thee plenteous in goods, in the fruit of thy body, and in the 
fruit of thy cattle, and in the fruit of thy ground, in the land which the LORD sware unto 
thy fathers to give thee.
12 The LORD shall open unto thee his good treasure, the heaven to give the rain unto 
thy land in his season, and to bless all the work of thine hand: and thou shalt lend unto 
many nations, and thou shalt not borrow.
13 And the LORD shall make thee the head, and not the tail; and thou shalt be above 
only, and thou shalt not be beneath; if that thou hearken unto the commandments of the 
LORD thy God, which I command thee this day, to observe and to do them:

d. Receiving of position contingent upon obedience.
Genesis 22:17 That in blessing I will bless thee, and in multiplying I will multiply thy 
seed as the stars of the heaven, and as the sand which is upon the sea shore; and thy seed 
shall possess the gate of his enemies;
18 And in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth be blessed; because thou hast obeyed 
my voice.

9. Israel to be the “light of the world”.
Isaiah 60:1 ¶Arise, shine; for thy light is come, and the glory of the LORD is risen upon 
thee.
2 For, behold, the darkness shall cover the earth, and gross darkness the people: but the 
LORD shall arise upon thee, and his glory shall be seen upon thee.
3 And the Gentiles shall come to thy light, and kings to the brightness of thy rising.

a. And salt of the earth.
Matthew 5:13 ¶Ye are the salt of the earth: but if the salt have lost his savour, wherewith 
shall it be salted? it is thenceforth good for nothing, but to be cast out, and to be trodden 
under foot of men.
14 Ye are the light of the world. A city that is set on an hill cannot be hid.
15 Neither do men light a candle, and put it under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it 
giveth light unto all that are in the house.
16 Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify 
your Father which is in heaven.

10. Finally, Israel will have their promised land, king, kingdom, and position on 
earth.
Zechariah 8:8 And I will bring them, and they shall dwell in the midst of Jerusalem: and 
they shall be my people, and I will be their God, in truth and in righteousness.
9 ¶Thus saith the LORD of hosts; Let your hands be strong, ye that hear in these days 
these words by the mouth of the prophets, which were in the day that the foundation of 
the house of the LORD of hosts was laid, that the temple might be built.
10 For before these days there was no hire for man, nor any hire for beast; neither was 
there any peace to him that went out or came in because of the affliction: for I set all men 
every one against his neighbour.



11 But now I will not be unto the residue of this people as in the former days, saith the 
LORD of hosts.
12 For the seed shall be prosperous; the vine shall give her fruit, and the ground shall 
give her increase, and the heavens shall give their dew; and I will cause the remnant of 
this people to possess all these things.
13 And it shall come to pass, that as ye were a curse among the heathen, O house of 
Judah, and house of Israel; so will I save you, and ye shall be a blessing: fear not, but let 
your hands be strong.

a. Then will the world seek God through Israel.
Zechariah 8:20 Thus saith the LORD of hosts; It shall yet come to pass, that there shall 
come people, and the inhabitants of many cities:
21 And the inhabitants of one city shall go to another, saying, Let us go speedily to pray 
before the LORD, and to seek the LORD of hosts: I will go also.
22 Yea, many people and strong nations shall come to seek the LORD of hosts in 
Jerusalem, and to pray before the LORD.
23 Thus saith the LORD of hosts; In those days it shall come to pass, that ten men shall 
take hold out of all languages of the nations, even shall take hold of the skirt of him that 
is a Jew, saying, We will go with you: for we have heard that God is with you.



a. Paul’s “my gospel” was preached in all the world, no end came.
Colossians 1:3 ¶We give thanks to God and the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, praying 
always for you,
4 Since we heard of your faith in Christ Jesus, and of the love which ye have to all the 
saints,
5 For the hope which is laid up for you in heaven, whereof ye heard before in the word 
of the truth of the gospel;
6 Which is come unto you, as it is in all the world; and bringeth forth fruit, as it doth also 
in you, since the day ye heard of it, and knew the grace of God in truth:
12 ¶Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the 
inheritance of the saints in light:
13 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the 
kingdom of his dear Son:
14 In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins:
23 If ye continue in the faith grounded and settled, and be not moved away from the 
hope of the gospel, which ye have heard, and which was preached to every creature 
which is under heaven; whereof I Paul am made a minister;
25 Whereof I am made a minister, according to the dispensation of God which is given 
to me for you, to fulfil the word of God;
26 Even the mystery which hath been hid from ages and from generations, but now is 
made manifest to his saints:
27 To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery 
among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory:

b. Notice Paul’s description of the gospel according to the mystery 
compared to the description of the events of Acts 9.
Acts 26:16 But rise, and stand upon thy feet: for I have appeared unto thee for this 
purpose, to make thee a minister and a witness both of these things which thou hast seen, 
and of those things in the which I will appear unto thee;
17 Delivering thee from the people, and from the Gentiles, unto whom now I send thee,
18 To open their eyes, and to turn them from darkness to light, and from the power of 
Satan unto God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins, and inheritance among them 
which are sanctified by faith that is in me.
